Arundel Castle and Park

A gentle, varied route including walking by the River Arun, through
Arundel Park and into the historic town beneath the castle

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THE ROUTE

The walk starts at the Mill Road car park by the river in Arundel, S.
At the back of the car park, next to the Arundel Boatyard, take the
riverside footpath. As you follow the path keep looking behind you
for stunning views of Arundel Castle. After about 2 km you reach a
gate at the sluice. Go through the gate and follow the footpath
northwards with the river on your right, until you get to the road at A.

At the road go past the Black Rabbit, or stop for pub grub. Continue
through the pub car park and at its end follow the footpath through a
wooded area and out onto the river bank. With the river on your
right, follow the river-side path for about 2.3 km, until you come to a
white bridge called South Stoke Bridge. Go over the stile and turn
left towards the village of South Stoke. Follow the path as it circles
round past the Old Rectory and St Leonard’s Church on your left.

At a T-junction with a road, B, turn right and just past South Stoke
farm take the bridleway on the right, following the wall on your left.
After about 80 metres turn left and continue on the footpath through
a field and down into a wooded area. At the bottom of the woods
you come to another field and, keeping to the right, continue round
the edge of the field to a gate.

After about 1 km look out for an iron gate on your left at C. This is
the Whiteways entrance to Arundel Park. Go through the gate and
follow the Monarchs Way to the left and continue as it ascends,
keeping the fence on your left, with woods on your right. Keep
ascending until you reach a way-post. At the way-post turn right,
continuing on the Monarchs Way. After about 100 metres follow the
Monarchs Way round to the left as you continue to climb. Just
before a gate look to your left for fantastic views of the villages of
South Stoke and North Stoke. On a clear day you will be able to see
Amberley church and castle to the north.

Go through the gate, following the path diagonally to a way-post at
the right corner of a copse. There you will see coastal and woodland
views ahead. At the way-post follow the path, with the copse on
your left, for about 120 metres until you reach another way-post.
There take the path down towards a stile by a small group of trees.
Go over the stile and continue down over a second stile until you
reach the valley floor at D.

At the bottom of the valley take the high path, rejoining the
Monarchs Way, ignoring the valley floor paths. At the next gate turn
right, continuing on the Monarchs Way. Cross the track, and follow
the grassy path ahead until you reach a concrete path. As you cross
the grass you will see Hiorne Tower to your right. At the concrete
path turn left until you reach some gates. Take the right hand gate
and continue on the path to the road. At the road turn left, following
it past the castle gates. Go into Arundel High Street and follow it
down hill towards the river, back to the car park, S.

LOCAL INFO

Arundel’s history stems from the ancestry of the Dukes of Norfolk
who have had seats at Arundel Cathedral for over 800 years. The
two main buildings which dominate the skyline of Arundel are the
castle and the Roman Catholic Cathedral.

Arundel Castle is a Norman fortification, and still stands tall and
proud above Arundel - despite much damage during the English
civil war of 1642-1645. There have been many royal visits to the
Castle including Queen Victoria and Prince Albert. Specially
designed furniture was made for their 3 day visit in 1846.

The Catholic Cathedral which you will pass at the end of the walk is
of French Gothic style. Built in the late 19" century this is an
unusual style for the time.

Part of this walk takes you through the 1100 acre Arundel Park,
which was bought by the Duke of Norfolk in 1787.

Hiorne Tower is unusually named, after its architect Francis Hiorne.

Hiorne applied to design the rebuilding of Arundel Castle in the 18"
century. Although an accomplished architect he was asked by the
Duke of Norfolk to prove his credentials. Hiorne Tower is the result
of Hiorne’s test of skills.
